However, we did have to compete with Children in Need and a couple of other local events.

Chris reminded us as well that the next Watercress Festival in Alresford will be on 16 " May 2010.

Terry reported that the Association remains healthy, both financially and socially, and that links with our
friends in Bricquebec continue to develop. However, he did reconfirm that both he and Marian would be
standing down at the next AGM, so it is important that we find replacements as soon as possible.

Terry welcomed members and Mr Chris Jeffs, Production Manager of Alresford Salads
our guest speaker. Chris spoke to us about the history of growing watercress in the
UK, as well as explaining some of the health benefits and how the product has been
marketed over the years. Watercress has been commercially farmed for 200 years. It
is only grown on a few suitable sites including Alresford, Springvale, Manor Farm and
some small beds in Dorset and Wiltshire. It is now beginning to be grown in Spain,
Jersey and Florida. 70% of the watercress grown in the UK is grown in Alresford.
Watercress is a known super food and has anti -cancer properties. The Watercress
Association is applying to the European Union for protection of the historic crop.
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On Saturday evening 16th January (during a window of
mild weather!) 60+ members and guests ventured out

to Fiddlers Green in Bishops Sutton to attend the

first social event of 2010.
